The edition in 2018 is being revised. The revised draft version will be voted in Feb. 2020, and public comments will be called out by May 2020. 

· NFPA 90A (Air Conditioning and Ventilating Systems) – Jim Buckley

· NFPA 92 (Smoke Management) – Paul Turnbull

NFPA 92 is in cycle for revisions.  NFPA Smoke Management committee met April 2019.  At last meeting, multiple task groups were formed to look into proposals.  
Task groups for Number of Open Doors, and Network Survivability met in January.
Number of open doors group is still working.  Network Survivability task group appears to be planning to drop the survivability proposal. Smoke Management Committee will meet again by phone in March to vote on outcome from task groups. 

· AMCA Report – Stephen Carey
AMCA has put together a free industry session “Remote Periodic Testing of Life-Safety Dampers,” which will be presented tomorrow (Tuesday, Feb. 4, from 10:30 a.m. to 11:30 a.m. in Room W311B of the Orange County Convention Center). This entry-level course will be worth one professional-development hour (PDH).
AMCA Partnered with ASHRAE Journal on the hour-long webinar “Update on Codes, Standards, and Certifications for Louvers and Fire/Smoke Dampers” back on Oct. 23, 2019. The portion on fire/smoke dampers focused on remote periodic testing. The webinar was free and worth 1 PDH.
In the Snips magazine, they had published an article “Air Movement and Control Association: Code Required Periodic Testing of Life Safety Dampers” in the October 2019 .
The AMCA IN-Motion Publication that is sent out with the September Issue of ASHRAE Journal had an article “Remote Periodic Testing of Life-Safety Dampers” .
AMCA developed a 90-second animated video on the risks of fire-sprinkler trade-offs. The video can be viewed on the AMCA website.
Also published another article in Snips back in June 2019 titled “Air Movement, Control Association: Code Changes Allow Remote Periodic Testing of Life-Safety Dampers” .
This may have a small interest to this committee, AMCA is working on an document detailing what external duct leakage values to expect on fire dampers, smoke dampers, and combination F/S Dampers.

 Matthew Schumann of UL was not present to report on UL activities. As far as Fire, Smoke, and Ceiling dampers (UL 555, UL 555S, and UL 555C), there were no new activities or changes made.
