2) Previous Meeting Minutes 
a) Review & Approve January 2018 – Chicago Meeting Minutes – will need to clean up for final draft to approve. Same with June 2017 Long Beach minutes- need to clean up those minutes too and email to John  by mid-July.
3) Research Subcmmittee Report (R. Cox)
a) Channing Everett is rolling on as chair. There are 2 items- submit RTAR for evaporation rates in indoor pools and thermal environment of growhouses. Doug Fitts will help, and recommends taking care of evaporation first. Coordinate growhouses with TC2.2 plant and animal environments. Applications vs Environment. Harry Milliken doesn’t think you need to start over with a new RTAR for evaporation, but can reactivate it from suspension. Channing- paperwork can be resubmitted. Harry- ask research liaison about process. Research liaison is Jeff Gatlin. Decision to move ahead with evaporation completion. Reach out to Gatlin and see what info was put together- Channing will do this. RTAR 1566 Equations is a new action item.

f) TC 9.06 Health Care Facilities Channing Everett- water subcommittee, standard 188 legionella standard. Data from CDC. HIAs and hospitals minimum $300,000,000 year. 18,000-40,000 people a year contracting legionella in hospitals. Cooling towers and DHW systems. HVA systems, transport, aerosols, removal of infectious materials. Increase in HIAs below 40% RH. Influenza- 40 to 80% RH, no real growth in flu. Superclean and sterile environments are not the long-term solutions. Antibacterial seems to defeat human body ability to fight pathogens.

h) TC 9.12- tall bldgs.- Scott peach- focus on better simulations for environment changes based on altitude. Passive house (tall)- extremely green building. Include tolerances.
