5. Announcements/Additions to the Agenda
Discussion of TC 10.5 absorbing TC 10.9:
When TC 10.5 absorbed TC 10.9, TC 10.5 never changed its title and scope.   After discussion and careful consideration, a motion was made by the Chair to rename TC 10.5, “Refrigerated Processing and Storage.”  Motion to approve: Eric Smith, 2nd the motion.  Motion unanimously approved.
After discussion and careful consideration, a motion was made by the Chair to amend the scope of TC 10.5 to include: 
“TC 10.5 is concerned with the application of standard and special refrigeration for processing, handling, and storage of foods, beverages, and other products.”
Motion to approve: Richard Love 2nd the motion.  Motion unanimously approved

6. Reports & Discussions
a) Reports from Liaisons 
i. Refrigeration Committee: If anyone needs help from the Refrigeration Committee, let Bryan Becker know; Committee is looking at engaging new engineers - looking for potential meeting ideas. 
ii. Handbook Liaison: Don Fenton - In getting the Handbook in shape for the next cycle we need to start planning now.  Don has 6 chapters already reviewed; there are 9 chapters where reviewers have not yet finished.  Don will connect with Wayne Borrowman before he proceeds.  Review volunteers: Richard/Bryan – Cooling and Freezing Times; Ron - Meat; Doug - Fish; Eric – Microbiology; Dan - Industrial Freezing.  
iii. Research: John Shonder – reviewed 4 RTARs so far.  At the Research Breakfast there was a presentation on how to increase the efficiency of the ASHRAE research process. If anyone has ideas or suggestions on how to increase the efficiency, let John know.  
Additional item on research, per Doug Scott – the high priority item was “air distribution quality versus quantity.” Doug will bring it up to an RTAR in a conference call scheduled for March.  There was a discussion on seeking guidance on research. 
iv. Global Cold Chain Alliance: (see attachment with agenda) Ron Vallort: Hopefully getting LEED points with USGBC for refrigerated facilities.  
Action item for Dan: contact Ron for a copy of comments from USGBC. 
v. Section 10 Head: Ken Cooper – no items.
vi. SPC 210 Method of Testing for Rating Commercial Walk-in Refrigerators and Freezers: no action per Dan. 
vii. MTG: Alternative Low GWP Refrigerants: no new items of interest per Doug.   
viii. Refrigeration Commissioning Guide: no items and it will be removed per Dan. 
ix. Standard 15: update per Greg Scrivener – a review of Standard 15 is being issued to remove the requirement for an exit door, to the outside, for a mechanical room.  It will be going for public review. 
b) Chair report on Section 10 Breakfast Meeting:  the top Section 10 TC award went to TC 10.1.  Don was recognized as the leading Section 10, TC Chair.
Dan mentioned that Ken led a meeting on Section 10, TC Chairs on improvements for Section 10 TCs and what can be done to improve on it.  At the Atlanta ASHRAE meeting, during the Sunday evening 5-7 PM slot held by TC 10.1, there will be a mass program meeting hopefully with CEC present to explain how we are to write up our refrigeration track.  
c) Program:  update per Richard Love – proposed to demonstrate three exotic fruits to the US and show how they are harvested, handled, stored, processed, and identifies refrigeration loads.  More potential ideas for presentations:  potential motors, forklifts, lighting etc.
d) Update from Benny Skelton - LEED standard for refrigerated warehouse facilities: 
USGBC document (attached) is not formally adopted, but will be.  One item of contention: Can’t take LEED credits for compression efficiency.  However, adoption probably will not be a problem.  The expected adoption of the document is July. 
e) Research – Doug Scott’s update: 1434 moved to TC 10.8.  “Air Circulation Efficacy” within a warehouse.  Doug plans to setup a conference call to discuss.  Doug asked if anyone who would like to help with RTAR.  He wants to get any input on the question, “…how to provide the minimum amount of power, cfm, and still get adequate distribution in a refrigerated warehouse?”  Doug asked for any other research ideas.  Other potential research ideas for TC 10.5: draft dock door load (technical & people factors) RTAR?
