1. Call to order and reading of the title & scope of TC 1.12 (13:00)
The Chair called meeting to order at 13:00 hrs.

4. Review Agenda
There were no additions were made to the agenda.  Lew Harriman moved to approve it.  Ray Patenaude seconded.  Agenda approved (11, 0, 0, CNV). 

5. Approval of minutes from Seattle June 2014 and Chicago January 2015 meetings – Steve Cornick
The Chair posted the Seattle minutes too late for committee members to review.  Consequently members were asked to the review the minutes by Feb. 15th, 2015 and to send comments to the Chair.  A letter ballot was sent to the TC and the minutes were approved. Ray Patenaude moved to approve the Chicago meeting minutes.  Lew Harriman seconded.  Chicago meeting minutes approved.  (11, 0, 0, CNV).

6. Chairman’s Report – Steve Cornick
The Chair stated that he had nothing to report as the Chairmans’ Meeting was scheduled for the following day.  Cornick stated that he would summarize any pertinent items from the meeting and distribute via email.

7. Research – Steve Cornick
a. Damp Building Measurement Criteria and Inspection Protocol – Lew Harriman.  
Steve Cornick reported on the committee meeting discussion earlier in the day.  The task group has collected information and developed a hierarchy of concerns, but is not ready to issue a formal progress report.
b. ASHRAE Design Guide for Dedicated Outdoor - Air Systems (1712-RP) – Lew Harriman.  TC 8.10 (TC 1.12 cosponsors this project.)  Steve Cornick reported on the committee discussion earlier that day indicating that the contractor has delivered a first draft.  And outline of a draft for a second chapter has also been delivered and the work is proceeding on schedule for a January 2017 report.
c. WS 1566 Water vapour evaporation rates from swimming pools. – Steve Cornick.  TC 8.10 (TC 1.12 cosponsor). Steve Cornick reported on an update from Ralph Kittler saying that no progress had been made and that this item is still in committee.
d. 1718-RTAR: Development of a method to determine the moisture transport properties of a roof shingle system under real condition – Manfred Kehrer.   TC 4.4 (TC 1.12 cosponsor).  Manfred reported 1718-RTAR has been turned into a work statement after being revised per comments received in February 2015.  TC 4.4 will be voting on this third revision of the work statement.
e. RTAR – 1718 Modeling Water Vapor Permeation in Pipe Insulation – Manfred Kehrer.  TC 1.8 (TC 1.12 cosponsor).  Manfred Kehrer indicated that the RTAR was sent to RAC who will vote on it on June 28, 2015.
f. RTAR – Develop a method to determine residential whole home dehumidification capacity requirements - Sam Glass.  TC 1.12 (TC 8.10 co-sponsor).  Steve Cornick reported on the update Sam Glass provided in the committee meeting earlier that day indicating that Chapter 17 is under-predicting moisture loads in houses [per our last meeting, also from Sam Glass: The Handbook – Fundamentals gives incorrect advice with respect to latent loads.   The Handbook – Fundamentals equation for latent loads compared to actually measurements underestimates internal moisture generation for 90% of houses. Outdoor conditions currently use peak dry bulb with coincident wet bulb; part load conditions with peak dew point is not accounted for.] Sam Glass will approach the appropriate subcommittee with co-sponsorship prior to finalizing the RTAR. 
g. Status update on potential new RTARs:   There was no progress on the following RTARs.  The consensus of the committee was that the topics were important enough for them to be left on the research topics list of future work, and the new subcommittee chair can decide to alter the agenda as desired. 
i. Techniques for Limiting Indoor Dampness and Microbial Growth during Unoccupied Hours and In Buildings That are Seasonally Occupied – Lew Harriman.  
ii. Humidity Loads Generated in Non-residential Buildings – Theresa Weston, Sam Glass
iii. Techniques for Limiting Indoor Dampness and Microbial Growth in Heritage and Special-purpose Buildings – Steve Cornick.  
iv. Water Activity & Mould – Ed Light 

8. Handbook – Hugo Hens
a. Handbook of Applications – Chapter 62 is in the Handbook now.  The TC thanked Lew Harriman for his work.
b. Handbook of Fundamentals – Hugo Hens has posted the latest draft to the Google Groups site.  Comments have been requested on the latest draft by Oct. 31st, 2015.

9. Program – Steve Cornick for Ray Patenaude (Program Chair)
a. Atlanta (June 2015):
i. Seminar 13: How Dry Am I? Locating, Quantifying and Reducing Microbial Growth Risk in Buildings
ii. None of your Damp Business – a forum on establishing a dampness protocol for buildings to be chaired by George Dubose.

b. Orlando (January 2016):
i. A forum on ductless systems (PTACS) – “Can PTACS be trusted to control humidity?” Norm Nelson to chair, George DuBose to assist.
ii. Moisture management guidance from ASHRAE.  A program on the applications and fundamentals chapter.  Lew Harriman, Hugo Hens, and Norm Nelson to collaborate on this.
iii. Program on managing construction moisture to be chaired by Ray Patenaude with Ed Light as the speaker.  The title may be None of Your Damp Business.  Kelley Vogel offered to assist with a case study.

i. Simpler methods for evaluating moisture performance, including adaptations to the dew point method – Steve Cornick to chair, Calina Ferraro to assist (consider as a follow-up to None of Your Damp Business)
ii. What Mechanical Engineers Should Know about the Building Enclosure – A seminar proposed by Ray Patenaude, who will chair.

10. Standards – Jeff Traylor (chair)
The TC discussed the desirability of devoting time in the meetings to receive an update on the activities of standards committees with work that relates to moisture management in buildings.  The discussion focussed on the advisability of the TC appointing a liaison (who formally represents TC 1.12) versus an observer from TC 1.12 (whose role is to observe and report).  Ray Patenaude nominated Lan Chi Nguyen as liaison/observer.  Lew Harriman seconded.  Lan Chi Nguyen approved.  (11, 0, 1 abstention).  Steve Cornick nominated Stan Gatland.  George DuBose seconded.  Stan Gatland approved.  (10, 0, 1 abstention).

11. Special Publication “Techniques for Minimizing Construction Moisture Problems.”  Paul Shipp, Ed Light, and Lew Harriman.  Ed Light had drafted a TPS.  Ray Patenaude suggested some edits that included a redrafted summary.  Ed Light will edit per the suggestions and send as a letter ballot. 

12. Old Business – Steve Cornick
No old business to report.

13. New Business – Steve Cornick
Re-affirmation of ASHRAE Mold PD: Lew Harriman’s recommendation is to reaffirm with some minor additions.  Steve Cornick moved that TC 1.12 recommends readdirming the Mold Position Document with minor editorial updates.  Ray Patenaude seconded.  Approved.  10, 0, 1 abstention)

14. Mini-Presentation – Jeff Siegel – Field Measurements of Microbial Communities and Equilibrium Relative Humidity (AKA Surface Water Activity) on Office Surfaces in Three North American Climates
