10. Subcommittee reports (Written reports to be provided to Secretary)	
a. Research	WORTMANN
i. Research Chair’s meeting report
Steve Wortmann provided a summary of the Research Chair’s meeting. Chris Gray will be stepping down as research liaison for Section 2 and moving up to RAC as RPS chair. Further guidance will be provided on RTARs. There is $3.6 million available for research this year. Currently on target for budget. New research liaison is Brian Fricke. The new research portal is ready. New research strategy is in progress. 
ii. Work Statements/RTAR’s/URP’s
· RP 1919 – The Effects of Duct Size and Aspect Ratio on Flow Noise in Elbows (Brandon C) 
No cost extension was approved at last meeting. Expect to start testing by September.
· RP 1852 – Speech Privacy Research Project (Roderick) 
Final report has been issued, working on PMS approval followed by full committee approval.
· RFP 1882 - Procedure for Estimating Occupied Space Sound Levels in the Application of UFAD Air Terminals and Air Outlets (Nick Searle) 
Expected to go out to bid in October.
· RFP 001 (publication) – Joint booklet combining AMD and Practical Guide (Bid Schedule)
Expected to go out for bid in October.
iii. Topics for future research
Building on RP 1707 to study the effect of steady state tones. Jerry Lilly plans to present at next monthly meeting on how to proceed and topics for future tone research. 
Test method for determining capabilities of equipment vibration attenuation devices. Previous work was RTAR1560. Plan to tie in to vibration isolation sub-committee – reach out to Steve if interested.
TC5.3 has asked for co-sponsorship for AHRI 885. Noted issues with prediction using open ceilings. There was discussion on whether there should be research on partial ceilings. 
b. Programs	SWAN
i. Program Chair’s meeting report
Jason Swan provided updates regarding programs. Air distribution systems received the most votes in the spring poll. 
ii. Programs for Las Vegas 2026
Planning a seminar on air distribution systems: ductwork design, AHRI 880/885 prediction vs. field, may include walkthrough of a calculation. Derrick Knight suggested Rob Miller. 
The other seminar being planned is IEQ – noise effects on health overall, IEQ in schools/hospitals/homes, effects of tones, speech privacy vs. productivity. Jessie Roy volunteered to chair. Erik Miller-Klein, Viken Koukounian, Roderick Mackenzie, and Kieren McCord showed interest. Will collect names and plan to meet in July. Proposals are due August 1st.
iii. Programs for Austin 2026
Track 1: Workshop or hot topic on upcoming changes to vibration table (Miller-Klein, Wise, Wowk). Track 3 The latest in HVAC noise and vibration research (Cudequest) RP 1852 (speech privacy) / RP 1919 (elbows) / WS 1882 (UFAD)
c. Publications	WISE
Steve Wise provided updates on Publications.
i. Handbook chapters
Fundamentals and applications chapters are both on scheduled revision cycles.
ii. Joint Booklet (Practical Guide and Application of Manufacturers’ Data)
Expect to have a 3rd party editor on board by end of year, need to finish the draft by then, publication could be ready in a year. Paul Bauch mentioned developing an ASHRAE Learning Institute course which could follow the framework of the book. Would need to get volunteers and put together a proposal. Erik Miller Klein and Derrick Knight showed interest.

Paul Bauch provided updates on the website. Karina has stepped down as webmaster. Roger Howard volunteered to take over.
e. Standards Subcommittee	BRIDGER
i. ASHRAE
· Guideline G45(P)
Viken Koukounian provided G45(P) updates. The guideline is close to being done, currently under public advisory review with a July 29th deadline.
· Standard 189.1/189.3
Erik Miller-Klein mentioned there are no major changes, but some questions on how to do certain things such as composite STC. 
· ASHRAE 130
One comment from public review.
· IEQ Standard Investigation
Derrick Knight noted that the scoping document was submitted and is being voted on by EHC. If approved a working group will be formed, which will need other people for acoustics. There may be conflicts with Guideline 10 but this needs to be further investigated. 

Karl Peterman mentioned that there is currently an effort with standards to get TCs to work together rather than independently. This is being implemented for standing project committees now but will be expanded to all project committees.

Cobi Waxman noted several open projects including 220, 270 for heat pump water heaters , 275, 2 projects open for 350 for enclosures and heat pump water heaters, 370, 375, 885, and 1150.

Kim Osborn noted work being done on 311. 300 and 301 will be opening up for revision.
· ASA/ANSI (Cudequest/Knight)
Derrick Knight noted S12.2 and S12.60 are undergoing updates. Day of ASHRAE was successful, planning to propose another in two years, will begin planning in Hawaii.

Jerry Lilly noted there is a current round robin measuring IL of duct liner. Previously there was a round robin for duct silencers, and recently one for ASTM E90.
