i. Research Chair’s meeting report

i. Program Chair’s meeting report
Jason Swan provided details on the 2 programs that were submitted and not selected. There were only 75 slots for over 200 programs submitted. The hot topic on sound intensity was well received. 
ii. Programs for Phoenix 2025
There is enthusiasm for equipment series on heat pumps; looking for manufacturers and members of other TCs to contribute. Also discussed hot topic on classroom acoustics.

Programs for Las Vegas will be discussed after the survey results are finalized; would like to get input from outside TC2.6.

Applications Handbook additions were discussed, as well as access to handbook online. The handbook liaison took note and will follow up. A Draft is expected by the end of the Las Vegas meeting. Galley proofs of the Fundamentals chapter are expected for review in a few months.
