· RP 1919 – The Effects of Duct Size and Aspect Ratio on Flow Noise in Elbows (Brandon C) PES provided an update on testing and timeline. Report is expected to be complete by the end of March, aligned with the no-cost extension. 
· RP 1852 – Speech Privacy Research Project (Roderick) Project is complete, Roderick gave an update on deliverables and next steps for final approval. 
· WS 1882 - Procedure for Estimating Occupied Space Sound Levels in the Application of UFAD Air Terminals and Air Outlets (Nick Searle) – PMS convened after the Main Meeting to put forth a recommended bidder to TC Voting Members.
· PTAR 001 – Joint booklet combining AMD and Practical Guide (Steve Wise). 
We received proposals from potential 3rd-party editors in December.
The PES reviewed them and met virtually in January to review, with a unanimous selection of one of the bidders. The TC voted electronically last week to endorse the recommendation of the PES, with a 9-0 vote. The results were sent to RAC, and the process should result in a contract with the recommended bidder by early April.
The project will kick off with our Task Force turning over our 10-chapter draft to the Editor. The proposed time-line is 12 months from kick-off to final document to submit to ASHRAE Special Pubs Committee, for development of print galley proofs.

· ASTM E33 (Lilly/Shafer) – ASTM Meeting will be in March
· ISO – ISO TC43 (Koukounian): 1) Noise: quite a bit of activity on environmental noise (1996 appendix being updated to include annoyance, health impacts, biomarkers...etc.), 9613, soundscapes, open office acoustics just starting revision
2) Building Acoustics: 1948 (ISO 12354) Acoustic classifications of buildings currently in discussion about a weighted classifications, impact noise being the most heavily weighted. Work Item on placing acoustics as part of the overall design process. 3382 series update for room acoustics to align parts 1/2/3.
· WELL / LEED / ICC (Koukounian): USGBC is continuing LEED v5, with continued maintenance moving forward. Opportunities for Pilot credits on the horizon. IWBI is entering the next phase of their “restructuring” by moving features into categories ahead of any potential larger rework. Progress on technical front is, unfortunately, slowing. ICC recently had a public commentary but acoustics did not receive much support for reasons unknown.
