Guide is intended to be refrigeration generally, for any custom engineered refrigeration system, but not self-contained.  The guide is for systems from supermarket to industrial size in terms of the process of commissioning (rules, methodologies, and responsibilities) and well as procedures (supermarket technical procedures).  
2. Guide was meant for design-build contractors.

viii. International Association Refrigerated Warehouses (IARW) / U.S. Green Building Council (USGBC) proposal for LEED baseline for refrigerated warehouses – Benjamin Skelton
1. Introduction: Benjamin was approached by the IARW to assemble a reference document to for the USGBC to recognize refrigerated cold facilities for energy modeling purposes to achieve LEED credit.  This guideline establishes the criteria for baseline buildings. Note, this document is a guideline only, not a standard. 
2. The document was endorsed by the IARW earlier this year.  The document has been through public ASHRAE review.  The document will be submitted to the USGBC today.
3. Benjamin introduced the document to TC 10.5 to solicit participation, feedback, and comments.
