Dan Miller: Ex vacuum filter – if you supply filter into vacuum cleaner, you are counted as manufacturer. If you supply 1% of component in the product, you are classified as mfg. (ASTM F11).  Responsibility lies with the committee itself, during roster collection new members are asked what they do, specifically. Consequences if new member lies – they get knocked off the committee. Intent is a balanced interest.
Todd (answering questions): 1 group cannot become more than 50% of the voting populations in order to be a balanced committee. When asking for consultation from ASHRAE staff, response is “find some users” and “you decide how to define the groups”. We do already have 2 separate mfg groups: Media mfg and Filter mfg.
Who is the user? Is it the filter consumer or the user of the standard? Proposal – ASHRAE to check.
