c. Handbook: Chapter approved in Chicago at the last Winter Conference. We are planning on the next update of the Handbook. Some content areas that need to update are as follows.

i. Water Use and Management;

ii. Energy Labeling, including updates to Building EQ and legislation/requirements in the U.S. and Canada; and

iii. Updates to Executive Orders and U.S. congressional legislation relating to energy and water use and management.

d. Water-Energy Nexus: Ricson is the TC 2.8 Liaison. TC 2.8 wants to create and publish a Water-Energy Nexus Guideline. Gregory addressed the need to incorporate water use in Standard 105, expanding the connections of water use with energy. Input is welcome from TC 2.8 for this incorporation.

e. Apply Research to ASHRAE Standards and Documents: No update.

Subcommittee Scope

The scope of the TC 7.6 Energy Management Subcommittee encompasses the activities associated with the effective use and management of all forms of energy in the built environment. This includes methods for determination of building energy performance, development of metrics and databases for performance comparison and assessment, guidance and training for energy management practitioners to improve energy performance, and the monitoring of public policy that impacts the effective use of energy in residential, commercial, and industrial buildings.

The subcommittee implements this scope by developing ASHRAE programs, ALI courses, and information for the TC on energy management topics.  The subcommittee interacts with the CTTC Committee to promulgate successful energy management programs and practices at the Chapter level of the Society. The subcommittee endeavors to interact with other societies, government and professional organizations to facilitate the most efficient use of energy resources in the built environment.
TC Scope

TC 7.6 is concerned with the estimation, measurement, analysis, benchmarking, and management of whole building and building systems energy and water performance.
ASHRAE Code of Ethics

(Approved by ASHRAE Board of Directors January 30, 2013)

As members of ASHRAE or participants in ASHRAE committees, we pledge to act with honesty, fairness, courtesy, competence, integrity and respect for others in our conduct.

A. Efforts of the Society, its members, and its bodies shall be directed at all times to enhancing the public health, safety and welfare.
