a. Research	WORTMANN
i. Research Chair’s meeting report:
Steve Wortmann provided details from the research chairs meeting including:
· RAC can now approve up to $250k
· Available funding for new university researchers up to $125,000.
· Grant funding for grad students up to $10,000
· Research should try to align with strategic plan.
· New PMS training will become available in August and research Liaisons must be added to PMS to stay informed.
ii. Work Statements/RTAR’s/URP’s
· RP 1919 – The Effects of Duct Size and Aspect Ratio on Flow Noise in Elbows (Brandon C) 
Karl Peterman gave a brief update that work has started, and a follow up PMS meeting will be scheduled.
· RP 1852 – Speech Privacy Research Project (Roderick)
Steve Wortmann explained that funding was completely used and most of the work is completed. First draft of report expected in August. Stage 5 result, conducting a blind study at an additional site to further verify results will not be completed without more funding. TC to determine if this is worth pursuing.
· WS 1882 - Procedure for Estimating Occupied Space Sound Levels in the Application of UFAD Air Terminals and Air Outlets (Nick Searle)
Nick Searle gave a brief update on changes to the work statement draft to address RAC comments including vetting project cost, adding more justification, and breaking up the project into tasks. 
Karl Peterman moved to approve the draft to submit to RAC. Robert Hassler seconded the motion. No discussion. Passed 7-0-0-1
iii. Topics for future research
Steve Wortmann reviewed future research topics:
· Expanding the research on annoyance of tones to include fluctuations.
· Reviving the vibration isolation research WS-1754 DRAFT from 2020.
· Study on system effect of air system components, duct transitions, elbows, flex, GRDs, fans, etc.
David Herrin suggested using acoustic simulation of ducts for expanded IL and breakout calculations.

Jason Swan gave the Programs report. The TC will revamp the survey to poll ASHRAE members on desired program content. The list of subjects will be condensed and updated in November/December before launching the survey in January ahead of Orlando.

Paul Bauch reviewed the publications subcommittee minutes from Sunday. 
Ch49 revisions will begin soon as initial word docs are made available. Solicited members from the committee to form a working group. The following members volunteered to help (David Herrin, Brandon Cudequest, Edgar Duroni). Still need an individual to lead this initiative.

An update on the vibration isolation table from Ch49 was also given to the committee. The table will have a prescriptive approach with recommended isolation specification based on equipment type and operational details. In parallel an engineering approach is being developed to provide a more robust option for sensitive spaces. Seeking manufacturers of equipment or individuals with experience with equipment types listed to ensure the list makes sense and has appropriate operating details (RPM).

Paul Bauch provided an update on progress of the joint booklet. The WS-P was approved by RAC and the bid process should begin soon to find a technical editor.
